Your paper should be easily classified and
allocated to one of the categories listed for
technical papers or training sessions (see
below). Suggestions for other subjects are
welcome.

All abstracts and technical papers are to be
submitted in English, the official language

of the forum (presentation and discussion)
accompanied by simultaneous interpretation
into German in one out of three parallel
sessions. All lectures are scheduled to be

30 minutes in length (20 minutes for presen-
tation, 10 minutes for discussion).

Proposed technical papers which have been
published or presented elsewhere prior to
the end of the forum will not be accepted.
In the event of subsequent publication

a reference to the forum is to be made.

Conference registration is free of charge for
the presenter of a lecture which has been
accepted for presentation.
